Application Fees

Grant of License
20 @Company grants to Applicant a non-exclusive license to use, a and in
conredion with the Hotel, the Lompany® name ad those Tompany®
trademarks, service marks, and identification symbads as st forth from time-to-
timein the Brand Identity Manual (3Company Symbad <°).

Ownership of Signs
21 Any portion d any sign displaying the ompany® Symbad is and shall remain
the property of @Company.® Applicant trans ferstitle of al such pations of signs,
whether now owned o acquired in the future, to @Company.® Hotel pays for dl
signage.

Termination of License

22 This license shal terminate upon termination d Applicant's Membership
Agreement. Within fifteen (15) day of license termination. Applicant shall
remove form pulic view and cease using al @Company® symbols. This
prohibition includes any representation, dredly or indiredly that the Hotel was
formerly affili ated with @Company.® Furthermore, Applicant shall adively take
such steps as may be necessary to cause the cessation d al advertising and
distribution o promotional material containing any aCompany® symbal.

23 Upontermination d this License Agreement Applicant agrees not to use anything
consisting of or incorporating any one or more words, letters, designs or devices
which contain any part of any @Company® Symbadl, or which singly or together
are similar in spelli ng, sound, appeaance or otherwise to any 8Company® symbadl.

Remedies
24 For each day during which any 8aCompany® Symbad or any name, symba or
device described in paragraph 23 are used in conredion with the Hotel, after
fifteen (15) days following termination d this License Agreanent, 3Company®
may elect to clam form Applicant daily damages in an amourt equal to fifteen
percent (15%) of the mean o the Hotel's room rate per room per day multiplied
by the total number of rooms. This amourt if payable by Applicant whether or
not Applicant continues to exercise antrol over the operations of the Hotel. It is



understood and agreed that said amourt is fixed as liquidation damages becaise
of the difficulty of ascertaining the exad amount of damages that may be
sustained becaise of such use. It is further understood and agreed that said
amount fixed as liquidation damages is a reasonable anount, considering the
damages that @Company® will sustain in the event of such use.

25 The rights provided in Paragraph 24 shall be exercised solely at the option o
aCompany.® Company shall have the right to in voke any remedy at law or in
equity, whether or not such remedy is herein provided. The exercise of any
remedy shall not be deaned to be a waiver or excluson d any other. If
aCompany® brings an injunctive adion against Applicant, Applicant waives any
requirement that @Company® post bond.

of Applicant's affiliation of deding with @Company. All rights and remedies
given to aCompany® ae distinct, separate and cumulative and nd one of them,
whether or not exercised by @Company,° shall be deemed to be an eledion of that
remedy only or to be awaiver or exclusion d any of the others.

Limitation of Damages

31 Applicant agrees that Applicant shall have no remurse of any kind against
aCompany,° its diredors, officers, owners, employees, agents, or members, if this
applicaionis denied. Applicant further agrees that members, for failure to grant
membership after condtional approval unless Applicant has drictly, absolutely

Indemnification

Application of Law and Choiceof Forum

37 This Membership Applicaion and Agreement shale be governed and construed
acording to the laws of the State of Hawaii, urless any obligation unar this
Membership Applicaion and Agreement shall be invalid o unenforceable under
such laws, in which event the laws of the jurisdiction whose law can apply to and
vali date the obli gations under this Membership Applicaion and Agreement apply.
This Membership Applicaion and Agreanent shal be deemed exeauted in
Hawaii .
